A memorial bench was dedicated 

by NSDAR State Regent, Gretta 

Beck Archer.  The Reynolds Bat-

tery  1st New York Light Artil-

lery brought their cannon and 

fired it at the end of the cere-

mony.

It was a cold, wintry day in 1810 

when Nathan and Sarah experi-

enced the grief of losing their ten 

month old child, little William Lacy 

Loofborough.   He died on January 

4, 1810 — two years even before 

Victor became incorporated as a 

town. 

Nathan, known as the “Father of 

Victor Methodism”, chose a spot 

behind the Methodist Church as the 

final resting place for his son. 

The land belonged to Dr. Thomas 

Beach, the first physician in Victor.  

Dr. Beach sold burial plots to the 

local residents and it was here un-

der a tree that Nathan and Sarah 

chose to bury their little boy. 

Over a period of the next 139 years, 

about 800 other Victor residents 

chose to be buried in this little ceme-

tery, in the heart of Victor. 

Town Supervisors and influential 

men in Victor, such as Samuel Raw-

son, Eleazer Boughton and Lanson 

Dewey were buried here as well as 

members of their families. 

Also, William Bushnell, one of the 

founders of Bushnells Basin and 

his two wives can be found buried 

in the cemetery. 

Many veterans of numerous wars 

were also laid to rest in this ceme-

tery. Veterans of the Revolutionary 

War, War of 1812, Civil War and 

Mexican War are interred; they 

have been recognized by bronze 

makers next to their headstones.  

 

On May 22,2010, the members of 

the Victor Village Cemetery Com-

mittee and the Town of Victor held 

a Bicentennial Event consisting of 

a dedication ceremony and a cos-

tumed tour. 
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Each year several historic homes are candi-

dates for that year’s Historic Homes plaque 

given by the Town Historian, Babette Huber 

and the Mayor, John  Holden. 

A great deal of research goes into the home’s 

history prior to  choosing the recipients for 

that years plaque.

§ Made rubbings of inscriptions. 

§ Wrote a cemetery history. 

§ Researched and documented families and

§ Oversaw the repair of deteriorated stones. 

§ Oversaw an archeological exploration con-

ducted by the Rochester Mu-

seum and Science Center arche-

ologists to determine the exact 

location of the Beach family 

vault. 

§ Managed the process to detect 

approximately 195 unmarked 

graves. 

§ Provided information to area 

historical societies. 

§ No known documentation on the 

cemetery was known to exist and 

a 1934 Town Hall fire destroyed 

many records.
